Characteristic of

the 2021 vintage with low yields from drought conditions, the wine offers intense

black cherry, dark plum and dense boysenberry fruit. Yet typical of the To Kalon

Vineyard is the signature hint of tobacco and earth that is beautifully complemented

by toasty oak nuances. This amazing wine is impeccably balanced with rich, intense

tannins that are polished and round so you can enjoy this beauty now or easily cellar

for another 20 years.
